I am conscious that I am a rookie as far as AMSNZ is concerned, so please don’t hesitate to put me right as we go.
To be frank… I noticed a difference when we returned to NZ, in the AvMed scene. I think there are a number of
reasons for
this, but I would love to see an increase in the interest and awareness of Aerospace medicine here. I love
Lisa’s proposal to offer encouragements to undergrads and trainees to get involved: let’s look at ways of doing that. In
Oz I had to front a Monash Uni
stand once, and on another occasion a CASA stand at the RACGP conference,
 specifically to enthuse and encourage interest. It was popular so we returned the following year! I mentioned the
Aerospace Medicine Training Programme (ATMP) which was established
by talented enthusiasts: I am sure there is
scope to work on a similar development in NZ. And how can we include space medicine? There’s another opportunity.


 


Given that the common thread for many is as delegates of the CAA Director, I am conscious that the relationship with
the CAA needs to be strongly collaborative. Neil’s presentation today underlines the fundamental importance of a
good rapport
with those we assess. Keith Manch has been strongly supportive of the feedback and suggestions
provided. To date these have been representing AirNZ, but it will affect us all inside and out of an airline. I hope we
will be able to promote development work
there. One of the remarkable things about AvMed in NZ and Aus when I
started (2003) was the establishment of 3-monthly workshops with CAA, CASA, unions, AME’s, AMSANZ and the
airlines. We were fortunate in having some notable specialists in their fields, and
together developed new policies in a
range of areas. Mental health is one regulatory area where Australasia has led the world.  There are many aspects of
aviation and space medicine which lead the way for other specialties. I am keen that we provide the opportunity
for
those discussions to progress.
